
 
Consistent Branding for District 64 

 
I am working a consistent look for District 64 that sends an immediate message.   I put it to a focus 
group reviewing the Multi- Year Public Relations Plan.   The preference was for the first one below.  
Some notes on the choices: 
 

 The word “service” can confuse readers as we are not a “service” organization.  However, the 
reference was meant that the District services the membership. 

 The 2 latter examples are to wordy – hard to catch the message quickly 

 The first one replicated the TI tag line “Where Leaders Are Made” and is a powerful brand 
element 

 There was no real need to mention “Toastmasters International” in the wording as it was 
already present in the logo. 

 
I still think we need some attachment to our geographic area.  Some Districts use local symbolism, 
however our geography does not relate well (ie: Winnipeg image, or Manitoba image, is not inclusive of 
Ontario, Minnesota or rural).  It might be just to include it on newsletters, emails, etc.  Maybe 
something like 4 or 5 shown below. 
 
After developing this around the burgundy sunburst pattern there is a need to check with the TI Brand 
Department as in March there was a message about new imaging (without sunburst).  I sent a note on 
May 31, 2020 to Brand@toastmasters.org to check into that.  Got a note back that the sunburst is gone 
and the solid color is in effect.  It is item # 6 below.
